Project Location

The project site is the South County Airport along Highway 101 in the San Martin unincorporated
area between Morgan Hill and Gilroy.

Project Description

The project consists of the construction of six aircraft storage hangar buildings at Santa Clara
County's South County Airport, located in unincorporated San Martin. The six hangar buildings
will be constructed in four rows west of Taxiway “E," next to the access driveway off Murphy

Avenue. The hangars will be constructed on approximately 5.2 acres of vacant land that is
located between the existing taxi lanes.

The six hangar buildings will accommodate the storage of 100 airplanes, which is a doubling of
the number of aircraft currently based at the airport. The new hangar expansion is a

component of the 1982 Airport Master Plan approved by Santa Clara County and of the Airport
Layout Plan submitted to the Federal Aviation Administration in 1998.

The total square footage of the six new hangar buildings is 133,820 square feet (sf).
Approximately 90,800 sf of asphalt apron area would be paved around the hangars. Striped
parking areas would be designated adjacent to each of the new hangars. A total of 16 parking

spaces would be striped. The total built area would equal 224,628 sf, or approximately 5.2
acres, excluding the detention basin.

A new detention pond north of the first row of hangars, east of Murphy Road, would be
: constructed to accommodate runoff storm waters from the new hangar area. The detention
.» | basin would be a modification of an existing drainage ditch. The basin would accommodate
| approximately 62,000 cubic feet, or approximately 1.4 acre-feet, of runoff water.

Electrical conduit lines would be installed underground to serve the new hangars. The project
includes two restroom facilities, one at either end of Hangar Row N-1. A new septic field for the
restroom will be located east of Taxiway "E." Potable water supply for the proposed restrooms
in the new hangars will be provided by the existing 3-inch water pipeline that draws water from
a well near the County Animal Shelter building in the south portion of the airport property.

The new hangars would be fitted with required fire protection facilities. The project also
includes construction of one 500,000-gallon water tank and associated pump to be used for fire
protection for the new hangars. The water tank will be located in a small grove of oak trees
approximately 1,200 feet south of the hangar location on the east side of Murphy Road. The
tank measures 62 feet in diameter and is 28 feet high. The water tank will be connected to the
hangars by approximately 2,200 feet of water pipe, consisting of a 12-inch fire water line. A
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small 50-foot by 50-foot detention basin will also be constructed adjacent to the water tank.

Construction of the new hangars is expected to take approximately four months, using on
average gpproximately ten employees onsite at anytime. A minimal number of trucks trips will
be required;to deliver paving, sand, and rock at the beginning of the job, and to deliver metal
building materials during the middle of the job.

Shallow grading of the entire site, to a subgrade depth of less than one foot, would be
performed to excavate and prepare the site for building footings, slab foundation, and apron
pavement. The estimated amount of grading for the hangar buildings and apron area is 6,550
cubic yards (CY), plus an additional 2,500 CY for excavation of the detention basin. A total of
9,050 CY of excavated cut would be required, with 6,250 CY required as fill material. Thus, an
excess of approximately 2,800 CY of excavated material would be left over to be used
elsewhere within the airport site.

Basis for Negative Declaration Recommendation

County of Santa Clara Roads and Airports Department staff has reviewed the Expanded Initial
Study for the project, and based upon substantial evidence in the record, finds that although
the proposed project could have a significant effect on the environment, there will not be
a significant effect in this case since measures have been added to the project that
mitigate all impacts to a less-than-significant level. The mitigation measures are listed
below.

This finding is based on the following considerations (see note below):

Air Quality

Shallow grading to a subgrade depth of less than one foot would be performed over the 5.1
acre site to excavate and prepare the site for building footings and slab foundation, and for
apron pavement. The project would also result in short-term localized air emissions during
trenching and construction for the hangar buildings. Soil excavation and backfill activities
would occur during placement of the below ground conduit for the hangars, resulting in a
temporary increase in localized particulate matter (PMyo) emissions.

*1. The applicant (County of Santa Clara Roads and Airports Department) has agreed to
implement the following mitigation measure:

The bid specifications for the project shall incorporate the following measures established by
BAAQMD to minimize and control dust emissions generated during construction activities:

e All active construction areas shall be watered at least twice daily.

e Al trucks hauling soil, sand, and other loose materials shall be covered with tarpaulins
or other effective covers.

e Water or non-toxic soil stabilizers shall be applied on all unpaved access roads, parking
areas, and staging areas at the construction site. In addition, paved access roads,
parking areas, and staging areas shall be swept daily with a water sweeper. Streets
shall be swept daily with a water sweeper in areas where visible soil material is carried
onto adjacent public streets.

Adoption of the mitigation measure above will reduce the potential impact to a less-than-
significant level.

Biological Resources o
There do not appear to be any bare earthen areas betweén the taxi lanes or near the oak tree
grove where the water tank would be located and, thus, there do not appear to be any potential
denning holes for sensitive species, such as burrowing owls. However, burrowing owls are
known to frequent the area where squirrel populations are present.

Although no active raptor nests have been reported in the immediate vicinity of the site, there is
a remote possibility that nests could be established in the future. Destruction of an active
